Happy Mother's Day! 

St. Isidore the Farmer ~Feast Day: May 15 
“Isidore has become the patron of farmers and rural communities.  
In particular, he is the patron of Madrid, Spain, and of the United States 
National Rural Life Conference. 
When he was barely old enough to wield a hoe, Isidore entered the service 
of John de Vergas, a wealthy landowner from Madrid and worked  
faithfully on his estate outside the city for the rest of his life. He married a 
young women as simple and upright as himself who also became a saint- 
Maria de la Cabeza. They had one son, who died as a child. 
Isidore had deep religious instincts. He rose early in the morning to go to 
church  and spent many a holiday devoutly visiting the churches of Madrid 
and surrounding areas. All day long, as he walked behind the plow, he 
communed with God.  His devotion, one might say, became a problem, for 
his fellow workers sometimes complained that he often showed up late 
because of lingering in the church too long. 
He was known for his love of the poor, and there are accounts of Isidore’s 
supplying them miraculously with food, He had a great concern for the 
proper treatment of animals. He died May 15, 1130 and was declared a

Our Lady of Fatima ~Feast Day: May 13 

“On May 13th 1981, Pope John Paul II was shot in Saint Peter’s square on the 
Feast of Our Lady of Fatima. One of the bullets missed his heart by just inch-
es. John Paul II credited his survival and the offering of his suffering a Provi-
dence and said, “one hand pulled the trigger and another guided the bullet,” 
recognizing Our Lady of Fatima for protecting him. 
The next year he gave the bullet that had nearly kelled hime to the shrine in 
Fatima to be placed in the crown of Our Lady.  
May 13 marks the anniversary of Our Lady appearing to three shepherd chil-
dren in Fatima, Portugal in 1917. She appeared to Lucia at age nine, and her 
cousins Francisco, who was eight and his sister Jacinta, who was just six.  
October 13th, her sixth apparition the Miracle of the Sun occurred and was 
witnessed by 70,000 people. “                                               ~blessedisshe.net 
A new film ‘Fatima’ is scheduled to be release August 14th, 2020.
